Day Detailed Itinerary Meals 

1 Singapore  Beijing – Tiananmen – Forbidden City – Acrobatic Show  

 

• Upon arrival at Beijing by flight, visit the famous place – Tiananmen Square, is at the heart of Beijing, the largest urban square 

in the world. The Square measures 880 metres from north to south, 500 metres from east to west and can accommodate up to 

one million people.  

• Visit the Forbidden City, an imperial palace during the Ming and Qing Dynasties, it is the largest and most complete palace 

existing in China and the largest in the world today, and best preserved collection of ancient buildings in China. 

• Complete the day with the Acrobatic Show.

2 Beijing – Juyongguan Great Wall – Wax Museum – Summer Palace – View the external façade of Beijing National Stadium 

“Bird’s   Nest” and  “Water Cube”   

  

• A day of breathtaking sights as we head towards Juyongguan Great Wall. It was a massive defence project that represented the 

wisdom and tenacity of the ancient Chinese, till today it has been a symbolic achievement of the Chinese people.  

• After lunch, visit the Wax Museum, which is situated at the west of Changping Xiguan rotary island. It is in the present world 

the biggest wax figure palace of art. It is honoured as “East's Louvre”. .  

• After lunch, proceed to Summer Palace. This palace was originally called 'Qingyi Garden'. Like most of the gardens in Beijing, it 

could not elude the rampages of the Anglo-French allied force and was destroyed by fire. In 1886, Empress Dowager Cixi 

embezzled navy funds to reconstruct it for her own benefit, changing its name to Summer Palace (Yiheyuan). 

• Proceed to view the external facade of the National Stadium, main venues of Beijing Olympic Games 2008 , also know as “Bird’s 

Nest” and the National Aquatics Centre known as “Water Cube”.

3 Beijing – Zhengyang Gate – Qianmen Mingqing Street - National Grand Theatre – Trishaw Tour Hutong – Beijing Happy Valley

   

• After breakfast, visit Zhengyang Gate. In 1965, it was named Qianmen Street officially. Beijing did not preserve the architecture 

of Mingguo Period. The Qianmen Street was rebuilt into a walking street by the Beijing government. The Dangdang vehicle 

measuring 10 metres and weighing 20 tonnes came back, and it was designed according to the French Dangdang vehicle, but 

made in Beijing factory. This is a new attraction in Beijing.  

• Visit China National Grand Theatre, which is a dynamic new icon to the arts in the heart of old Beijing. The Theatre's ultra-

modern architecture is in sharp contrast to its neighbours, the Great Hall of the People, Tiananmen Square and the ancient 

Forbidden City. The main building, which has no doors, angles or beams, is surrounded by a small lake that compliments the 

tranquil nature of the structure, which changes its hue depending on how the sun shines. Visitors can enter the grand hall via a 

stunning 80-metre-long corridor. The Theatre's surrounding landscape, which are its gardens, trees, lake and pedestrian-only 

paths are an invitation to a leisurely stroll around the arts facility. 

• It is time for you to experience another type of transportation, which is the trishaw ride, where you can be pulled along by the 

trishaw rider through the old Beijing street or called “Hutong”, where you can feel the traditional culture in Beijing 

• Beijing Happy Valley has more than 120 projects, including entertainment facilities, theme landscapes, theme performances, 

stall games, and theme business. Over 40 domestic and foreign advanced entertainment facilities is the essence of Beijing 

Happy Valley, having breathtaking riding equipment, shocking audio-visual experience, and fun projects suitable for 

cooperation of parents and children.

4 Beijing – Temple of Heaven Park – Chengde – Chengde Summer Palace     

 

• After breakfast, visit Temple of Heaven Park, which was built in the 15
th

 century and restored in the 18
th

 century. The temple is 

37.4 metres high, and was constructed entirely out of wood without the use of any nails, making it one of the architectural 

wonders of the world. The Temple buildings and the parklands reflect ancient Chinese religious beliefs that pictures heaven as 

a round shape, and earth as a square shape. Thus, the buildings in the temple are constructed on a central axis. The temples 

themselves are round and the bases are square.  

• After lunch, proceed to Chengde. Visit the Mountain Resort, Chengde Summer Palace, located in the north of Chengde city. It 

is the largest imperial garden in China, and mainly consists of the palace and garden area. The garden area is composed of the 

lake, plain and mountain zones. It boasts 72 tourist attractions designated by Emperor Kangxi and Emperor Qianlong of the 

Qing Dynasty.

5 Chengde – Little Potala Palace – Beijing – Yaxiu Clothing Market     

     

• Visit to Little Potala Palace (Putuo Zongcheng Temple) which was built between 1771 and 1776. It is world renowned for its 

marvellous Tibetan Buddhist architectural art. In 1994, it was nominated as world heritage together with the Mountain resort. 

The temple itself was designed as a replica of Lhasa’s Potala Palace in miniature.   

• Upon arrival in Beijing, head to Yaxiu Clothing Market to shop for the latest fashion and accessories at great bargains.
