Day Itinerary Details Meals
1 Singapore == Chengdu - Mt Qingcheng - Maoxian
Lunch
Assemble at Singapore Changi International Airport for your flight to Chengdu, the provincial capital of Dinner
Sichuan. Head to Mt Qingcheng. It is one of the most famous Taoist mountains in China. It is also a very
attractive and intriguing scenic spot that is covered by luxuriant and verdant trees. The mountain, which is
surrounded by numerous peaks, is dubbed the “Most peaceful and secluded mountain under the heaven”
and combines perfectly with its evergreen scenery. Together with the Dujiangyan Irrigation project, it
became a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 2000. Overnight in Maoxian.
2 Maoxian - Songpan Ancient Town - Jiuzhaigou
Breakfast
After breakfast, visit Songpan Ancient Town. Due to its advantageous geography, it functioned as a Lunch
military base in the Tang Dynasty (618-907). The city gates and city wall of the town have all been fairly Dinner
well-preserved through the centuries. Standing on the city wall, visitors can admire the surrounding
mountainous landscape and the swift-flowing Minjiang River that passes through the town. Proceed to
Jiuzhaigou and rest for the night.
3 Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area
Breakfast
Located 2,000-4,300m above sea level and characterised by its groups of lakes, waterfalls, snow-capped Lunch
peaks, forests, Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area is known as ‘Earthly Paradise’ and for its ever-changing seasonal Dinner
landscapes. This primitive valley covers an area of 720 sq km. There are 118 green seas (mountain lakes),
17 groups of waterfalls, large amount of calcified flood plains and many endangered species. With its large
number of lake groups, waterfalls and rich variety of endangered plants and fauna, Jiuzhaigou was
awarded the status of UNESCO Man and Biosphere Reserve in 1997 and was also recognized as a
UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1992. In 2000, it was appraised as a national AAAAA scenic area, the
highest accolade possible for a China tourist area.
4 Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area - Huanglong Scenic Area - Maoxian
Breakfast
After breakfast, visit Huanglong Scenic Area. The 'World Wonder' and 'Fairy Land on Earth' are names Lunch
enjoyed by the Huanglong Scenic and Historic Interest Area, which is well known for its colorful lakes, Dinner
snow clad mountains, valleys and virgin forest. It was included in the UNESCO world heritage list in 1992.
Due to its layered calcium carbonated deposit patterns, the valley resembles a golden dragon winding its
way through the virgin forest, stone mountains and glaciers. Along the valley are numerous colorful ponds




of different sizes and shapes, which are strewn with gold-colored limestone deposit giving a shimmering
golden hue to the waters, giving the impressions of a golden dragon surging forth from the forest. Thus it
was named 'Huanglong Valley' (Yellow Dragon Valley). Huanglong Scenic and Historic Interest Area is
famed for its outstanding travertine (calcium carbonate) formations. With the virgin forest as its backdrop,
the travertine scenery holds colorful ponds, beaches, lakes, springs, waterfalls, caves, etc. Travel back to
Maoxian after the scenic tour.

Maoxian - Dujiangyan Irrigation Project - Memorial Temple of the Three Su - Meishan Street

After breakfast, visit Dujiangyan Irrigation Project. After a lengthy study and a lot of hard work by the
local people, the great Dujiangyan Irrigation Project was completed to prevent flooding caused by the Min
River. Now, the project is honored as the 'Treasure of Sichuan', which still plays a crucial role in draining
off floodwater, irrigating farms and providing water resources for more than 50 cities in the province.
Thereafter, visit Memorial Temple of the Three Su. Su Dongpo was one of the most outstanding
litterateurs and painters in the Northern Song Dynasty (960-1127). Su Dongpo, along with his father Su
Xun and his younger brother Su Zhe, was given the glorious title 'Three Su'. To commemorate them, their
residence was reconstructed as a memorial temple in the Yuan Dynasty (1271-1368) and was worshiped
by numerous litterateurs as well as the masses. Next, shop at own leisure at Meishan Pedestrian Walk.

Meishan - Bamboo Museum - Huanglongxi Ancient Town - Chengdu - Chunxi Road

After breakfast, travel to China Bamboo Museum to enjoy a variety of bamboo artworks and bamboo
meals. After that, visit the Huanglongxi Ancient Town. It has a history of more than 1,700 years and is
one of the 10 most famous ancient towns in China. Well-preserved buildings dating back to the Ming and
Qing dynasties can be seen everywhere. Streets covered with slab stones and exquisitely-carved railings
and window frames give a tranquil feel to this town. There are many teahouses in the town, mostly using
bamboo furniture. The town still employs the night-watch system; every two hours, the local night-watcher
will sound the gong.Turn back to Chengdu and proceed to Chunxi Road for shopping. Going to Chengdu
without visiting Chunxi Road is like going to Paris without visiting Champs Elysees, New York without
visiting 5th Avenue, or more locally, Shanghai without visiting Nanjing Road. With a history of 70 years,
Chunxi Road boasts the most prosperous commercial pedestrian street in Chengdu.

Chengdu - Chengdu Research Base of Giant Panda Breeding - Wide & Narrow Lanes - Jinsha
Musical

Today’s tour starts with a visit to the Chengdu Research Base of Giant Panda Breeding, a non-profit
organization engaged in wildlife research, captive breeding, conservation education, and educational
tourism. Then proceed to Wide & Narrow Lanes, located where the Manchu from Qing Dynasty lived. In
the old lane, there are various quadrangles high and low in a particular order. This part of the city is
representative of the old Chengdu. At night, enjoy the Jinsha Musical (complimentary). It is inspired by
the Jinsha Relics Site, and its theme is based on the ancient Shu culture represented by the Jinsha Site in
Chengdu. The musical mainly tells the love story between Jin and Sha, the leading actor and actress.
Consisting of 22 songs composed by San Bao, the musical vividly depicts the scenes of mysterious
sacrificial ceremonies, wars, and the grand banquet among flowers, which happened thousands of years
ago.
