1 Singapore == Chengdu =2 Jiuzhaigou
Lunch
Assemble at Singapore Changi International Airport for your flight to Chengdu, the provincial capital of Dinner
Sichuan. Upon arrival, our local representative will meet you at the airport. Then take domestic flight to
Jiuzhaigou.
2 Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area - Jiuzhaigou Waterfall
Breakfast
Located 2,000-4,300m above sea level and characterised by its groups of lakes, waterfalls, snow-capped Lunch
peaks, forests, Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area is known as ‘Earthly Paradise’ and for its ever-changing seasonal Dinner
landscapes. This primitive valley covers an area of 720 sq km. There are 118 green seas (mountain lakes),
17 groups of waterfalls, large amount of calcified flood plains and many endangered species. With its large
number of lake groups, waterfalls and rich variety of endangered plants and fauna, Jiuzhaigou was
awarded the status of UNESCO Man and Biosphere Reserve in 1997 and was also recognized as a
UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1992. In 2000, it was appraised as a national AAAAA scenic area, the
highest accolade possible for a China tourist area. Three of the most famous Tibetan villages here are
Shuzheng and Zechawa and Rizegou.
3 Jiuzhaigou - Huanglong == Chengdu - Wide and Narrow Lanes
Breakfast
After breakfast, visit Huanglong Scenic Area. The 'World Wonder' and 'Fairy Land on Earth' are names Lunch
enjoyed by the Huanglong Scenic and Historic Interest Area, which is well known for its colorful lakes, Dinner

snow clad mountains, valleys and virgin forest. It was included in the UNESCO world heritage list in 1992.
Due to its layered calcium carbonated deposit patterns, the valley resembles a golden dragon winding its
way through the virgin forest, stone mountains and glaciers. Along the valley are numerous colorful ponds
of different sizes and shapes, which are strewn with gold-colored limestone deposit giving a shimmering
golden hue to the waters, giving the impressions of a golden dragon surging forth from the forest. Thus it
was named 'Huanglong Valley' (Yellow Dragon Valley). Huanglong Scenic and Historic Interest Area is
famed for its outstanding travertine (calcium carbonate) formations. With the virgin forest as its backdrop,
the travertine scenery holds colorful ponds, beaches, lakes, springs, waterfalls, caves, etc.




Thereafter, take a domestic flight back to Chengdu. Proceed to Wide & Narrow Lanes, located where the
Manchu from Qing Dynasty lived. In the old lane, there are various quadrangles high and low in a
particular order. This part of the city is representative of the old Chengdu.

Chengdu - Mt Emei - Baoguo Temple - Fuhu Temple

Breakfast
Covering an area of 154 sq km with Wanfo Peak at 3,099 m above sea level, Mt. Emei is one of the four Lunch
sacred Buddhist mountains in China. Since the 1st century, Mt. Emei has turned out many eminent Dinner
Buddhist masters. In the west stands the Gongga Mountain and Wawu Mountain. In the south stands
Wanfo peak surrounded by waves of cloud. In the north, the vast plain runs for hundreds of kilometres
dotted with Daduhe River and Qingyi River. In 1996, Mt. Emei was included in the World Natural and
Cultural Heritage List. In 2001, it was appraised as a national AAAAA scenic area. Here, you will visit
Baoguo Temple and Fuhu Temple.
Mt Emei - Leshan (by cruise) - Meishan Pedestrian Walk

Breakfast
Visit the famous Leshan Giant Buddha by cruise. It is the world’s largest stone-carved Buddha statue. Lunch
The statue is 71m high and its head is 10m wide. The local saying goes “The mountain is a Buddha statue Dinner
and the Buddha statue is a mountain”. It is also the world’s largest sitting statue of Maitreya carved in
stone. In 1996, Leshan Giant Buddha was officially put on the World Cultural and Heritage List by
UNESCO.Next, shop at own leisure at Meishan Pedestrian Walk.
Meishan - Bamboo Museum - Memorial Temple of the Three Su

Breakfast
After breakfast, travel to China Bamboo Museum to enjoy a variety of bamboo artworks and bamboo Lunch
meals. Visit the Memorial Temple of the Three Su. With Meishan City as his hometown, Su Dongpo was Dinner
one of the most outstanding litterateurs and painters in the Northern Song Dynasty (960-1127). Su
Dongpo, along with his father Su Xun and his younger brother Su Zhe, was given the glorious title "Three
Su'. To commemorate them, their residence was reconstructed as a memorial temple in the Yuan Dynasty
(1271-1368) and was worshiped by numerous litterateurs as well as the masses.
Chengdu - Huanglongxi Ancient Town

Breakfast
Visit the Huanglongxi Ancient Town. It has a history of more than 1,700 years and is one of the 10 most Lunch
famous ancient towns in China. Well-preserved buildings dating back to the Ming and Qing dynasties can Dinner
be seen everywhere. Streets covered with slab stones and exquisitely-carved railings and window frames
give a tranquil feel to this town. There are many teahouses in the town, mostly using bamboo furniture.
The town still employs the night-watch system; every two hours, the local night-watcher will sound the
gong.
Chengdu - Chunxi Road == Singapore

Breakfast

Proceed to Chunxi Road for shopping. Going to Chengdu without visiting Chunxi Road is like going to
Paris without visiting Champs Elysees, New York without visiting 5th Avenue, or more locally, Shanghai
without visiting Nanjing Road. With a history of 70 years, Chunxi Road boasts the most prosperous
commercial pedestrian street in Chengdu. Thereafter, transfer to airport for your flight back to Singapore.
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
