Day Itinerary Details Meal
1 Singapore =2 Shanghai - The Bund - Nanjing Road - Huangpu River Cruise
Assemble at Changi International Airport for your flight to the largest and busiest city of China - Shanghai. Dinner

Upon arrival, you will meet our representative and visit the world’s famous “The Bund” in Shanghai. The Bund is a
famous waterfront and regarded as the symbol of Shanghai for hundreds of years. The most famous sights are the
26 various buildings of different architectural styles including Gothic, Baroque, Romanesque, Classicism and the
Renaissance. Standing by the railings, visitors can have a 'snap-shot' view of the scenery of Pudong Area and
Huangpu River. Next, you will visit the 5-km long Nanjing Road, the busiest and most prosperous shopping street in
Shanghai. It starts at the Bund and ends at the junction of Jing'an Temple and Yan'an West Street. Today, Nanjing
Road is a must-see metropolitan destination attracting thousands of fashion-seeking shoppers from all over the
world.

After dinner, take a night cruise along the Huangpu River. It is the last significant tributary of the Yangtze before it
empties into the East China Sea.

2 Shanghai - Chenghuang Temple - Oriental Pearl Tower - Wu Zhen - Hangzhou
This morning, we will visit Chenghuang Temple, which forms the core of the old city of Shanghai. There are over | Breakfast
hundred stores and shops in this area, and most of these buildings are nearly a century old. Lunch
Next, visit Oriental Pearl Tower. The tower, surrounded by the Yangpu Bridge in the northeast and the Nanpu Dinner
Bridge in the southwest, creates a picture of 'twin dragons playing with pearls'. The entire scene is a photographic
jewel that excites the imagination and attracts thousands of visitors year-round.

Thereafter, we will travel to Hangzhou. En route, visit the water village — Wu Zhen. It displays its two-thousand-
year history in its ancient stone bridges floating on mild water, its stone pathways between the mottled walls and
its delicate wood carvings. You will enjoy the atmosphere of the traditional cultures and the original ancient
features of the town that have been preserved here.

3 Hangzhou - West Lake - Yellow Dragon Cave
After breakfast, visit one of Hangzhou’s main tourist attractions, West Lake by cruise. It is a famous fresh water Breakfast
lake located in the historic center of Hangzhou, in Zhejiang province of eastern China. The largest part is known as Lunch

the Outer Lake and it is bounded by the North Inner Lake, Yuehu Lake, West Inner Lake and Lesser South Lake. Held Dinner
in the embrace of hilly peaks on three sides, this water wonderland has been an attraction for centuries and it is
small wonder that it was a favourite imperial retreat. The Red Carp Pond is the heart of Viewing Fish at Flower
Harbor Park, one of the ten places of interests at West Lake. Countless carps live and play in Red Carp Pond,
fascinating thousands of tourists each year. Thereafter, you have the opportunity to taste the famous Dragon Well
Tea while overlooking the breath-taking view of West Lake and get to know more about its history.




Next, you will visit the famous Yellow Dragon Cave. It was built in 1985 at the northern part of Qixia Hill. There are
luxuriant bamboo groves, tea houses, and public houses. Performers and waitresses all wear the costume of the
Song Dynasty.

Suzhou - Master Nets Garden - Hanshan Temple - Panmen Gate - Shanghai

This morning, visit the Master Nets Garden, an example of the intricacies of Suzhou garden artistry. Recognised as
a UNESCO World Heritage Site, it is the smallest of the Suzhou residential gardens, yet it is the most impressive
because of its use of space which creates the illusion of an area that is much greater than its actual size. The garden
is divided into three sections: a residential section, the central main garden and an inner garden. The main garden
has a large pond that is surrounded by pathways and a variety of buildings such as the Ribbon Washing Pavillion,
and the Pavillion for the advent of the Moon and Wind. Next, visit the Hanshan Temple built 700 years ago. It was
restored during the Qing period after a fire and presents the architectural style of the Qing Dynasty. It includes the
Grand Prayer Hall, Sutra-Collection Building, Bell Tower, Fengjiang Pavilion and Tablets Corridor. After that, head to
Panmen Gate, the only ruins of city wall of Suzhou where the land gate and water gate co-exist. It is now part of
the Pan Gate Scenic Area. It is known for the "three landmarks of Pan Gate"- Ruiguang Pagoda, the earliest pagoda
in Suzhou built in 247 BC, the Wu Gate Bridge, and Pan Gate.

Shangabhi - Nanjing - Dr Sun Yat Sen Mausoleum - Yangtze Bridge - Temple of Confucius

After breakfast, visit the mausoleum of Dr Sun Yat Sen, modern China’s great revolutionary forefather. It occupied
an area of more than 8000 sq. meters and it shaped like a freedom bell. As the mausoleum of Dr. Sun Yat-sen, it is
considered the Holy land of Chinese people both home and abroad. With deep historical significance, magnificent
architecture and beautiful scenery, it is a must see when traveling in Nanjing.

Next, visit the Temple of Confucius (Fuzimiao). The temple was built in 1034 for the local people to pay tributes to
Confucius. It has now become a public cultural and entertaining center.

Nanjing - Wuxi - Yuantouzhu - Xihui Garden

After breakfast, you will be taken on a tour to Yuantouzhu (Turtle’s Head Islet) where it offers the best of Taihu
scenery. It is a peninsular jutting into the Taihu Lake and got its name as it is a close resemblance of the head of
turtle. Turtle Head Islet Park is mainly made up of natural landscape, augmented by man-made additions. Flowers
and trees can be seen everywhere. Various kinds of architecture are strategically placed among the trees and
shrubs. After that, tour Xihui Garden. At the park entrance is a path leading to the Dragon Light Pagoda on top of Xi
Shan.
