Day Detailed Itinerary Meals
1 Singapore Z3 Xiamen - Zhangzhou Lunch
Arrive at Xiamen by plane. Visit Fujian’s Buddhist Holy Land, South Putuo Temple. South Putuo Temple is a famous Dinner
ancient temple in Xiamen which was built in the Tang Dynasty. Sitting on the principal axis from the south to the north
are the Hall of Heavenly Kings, the Precious Hall of Great Hero, the Hall of Great Mercy and the Buddhist Scripture
Garret.
Next, we will visit Bailuzhou Park and see Little Kinmen.
After this, we will enjoy an amazing tea art performance by Professor Tea. Thereafter, we will drive to Zhangzhou
where we will visit the Nanshan Temple. Inside the temple, there is a bell and Jade Buddha and more.
Next, we will visit the Hundred-Flowers Village, where you will be able to see a sea of flowers. It is a famous spot for
enjoying the sight of flowers. Back to hotel to rest after dinner.

2 Zhangzhou — Hua an — Dongshan Breakfast
After breakfast, drive to Hua an, where we will visit the Eryi Building aka King of Earth Building. It was listed as a Lunch
UNESCO World Heritage on 2008. It is a four-storey building which consists of two circles (the one inside and the one Dinner
outside) with a total of 12 combinations. There are altogether 192 rooms in addition to the doors, halls and staircases,
with 952 colour paintings of murals in total. It is kept in good condition and houses over 200 people from more than
thirty families. It is famous for its long history, grand scale, scientific design as well as its exquisite colour paintings of
murals and rich culture. Thereafter, we will see the Dongyang building and Nanyang building.

After lunch, drive to Dongshan Island. It is strategically located in the Taiwan Straits, and has been the place every
military would fight for. Dongshan Island is also the place where Shi Lang sent troops to unite Taiwan.

3 Dongshan — Chaozhou - Shantou Breakfast
After breakfast, we will view the Fengdong Rock, which has a reputation of the first amazing rock in the world. Next, we Lunch
will view the natural fishing area, monk praying tower, sea eroded tiger, ancient bronze city and Guandi Temple. Dinner
Next, we will visit the Widow Village Memorial Hall.

After lunch, drive to Chaozhou, tour Kaiyuan Temple and Thai Buddhist Temple.
Thereafter, we will view Xiangzi Bridge and Long Riverside Corridor from afar.

4 Shantou — Chenghai — Xiamen Breakfast
After breakfast, visit Shantou’s Dragon Spring Rock, where you will also see the Dragon Spring and Dragon Spring Lunch
Temple. Next, we will view the appearance of Shantou University, and then drive to Chenghai, where we will visit the Dinner
former residence of Chen Ci Hong. This residence is the most well-preserved and the style is the most similar to the
palace.

Thereafter, we will drive back to Xiamen to visit Jimei School Village, founded by Chen Jia Geng. The tomb and former
residence of Chen Jia Geng can also be found in the school village.

Next, we will visit Hulishan Fortress, which is also known as “The King of Ancient Cannons”, followed by a visit to the
Tiger Brook Rock and Bailuzhou Park.

Consequently, you are free to go shopping at Wuyuan Bay Silk Museum. Back to hotel to rest after dinner.
