Day Itinerary Details Meal
1 Singapore == Xiamen - Mt Wuyi
Dinner
e Take a flight to Xiamen. Thereafter, transfer to a domestic flight to Mt Wuyi. Upon arrival, check in hotel.
2 Mt Wuyi
Breakfast
e After breakfast, visit Mt Wuyi. The beautiful mountain is gifted with exotic flowers and rare plants, Lunch
precious birds and animals. In 1999, Mount Wuyi entered UNESCO's list of World Heritage Sites. Visit Dinner
Shuilian Cave, the largest cave in the Mt Wuyi district.
e [tis a natural, arch-shaped cave that measures 98 feet high and 22 yards deep. On its cliffs, there are
many huge Buddhist murals which were painted in the Northern Wei (386 - 534), Sui (581 - 618), Tang
(618 - 907) and the Yuan (1271 - 1368) Dynasties. In summer, a spectacular waterfall cascades down the
red rock cliffs here.
e  You will also get to view Yan Zi Peak, Sanxian Ancestral Hall, Rui Quan Rock, Ying Zui Yan and Tian Che lJia.
Have a look at Mt Wuyi bamboo charcoal handicrafts or tour the quartz crystal museum. After dinner, rest
for the night in hotel.
3 Mt Wuyi - Xiamen
Breakfast
e After breakfast, visit Tianyou Peak, which rise at a height of 408.8m above sea level. Whenever the sky is Lunch
clear after a rainfall, the peak would be enveloped in surging clouds and mists, resembling the scene in a Dinner
fairyland.
e The attractions within Tianyou Peak include Yun Wo, Tea Cave, Jie Sun Peak, Yin Ping Peak, Yi Xian Tian, Ao
You Xiao Han and Shai Bu Yan. Here, you can taste the Mt Wuyi tea. Take a ride on the bamboo raft while
cruising along the Nine Twists Stream, where you will be able to view the breathtaking scenery. It is
fantastic with torrents churning over shoals, and then merging into clear deep pools.
o Next, we will visit Wuyi Palace, which was built during the Tang Dynasty, and has been used by successive
emperors as a Taoist sacrificial site. After that, we will visit the ancient street of the Song Dynasty.
e After dinner, proceed back to Xiamen and rest in hotel.
4 Xiamen - Tian Luo Keng Tu Lou Cluster
Breakfast
e Tian Luo Keng Tu Lou Cluster is one of the better known Fujian cluster. It is located in Fujian province. Lunch




The cluster consists of a square earth building at the center of a quincunx, surrounded by four round earth
buildings, figuratively nicknamed "JU=%—%" (‘four dishes with a soup’). A “tu lou’ is a unique architecture
found only in the mountainous areas bordering Fujian and Guangdong in southern China. These earth
buildings have only one entrance, guarded by 4-5-inch-thick wooden doors re-enforced with an outer
shell of iron plate.

The top level of these earth building has gun holes for defense against bandits. In spite of the earth wall
being more than 700 years old, they survived through centuries of natural elements, including
earthquakes and yet still standing solid.

After that, take a coach back to Xiamen.

Dinner

After breakfast, visit Gulangyu Island, which is is renowned for its delicate natural beauty, ancient relics,
and its varied architecture. Next, we will visit Shuzhuang Garden, which creates the impression of infinite
space by harnessing the natural sloping terrain. The garden can be divided into two parts: the Garden of
Hiding the Sea (Canghaiyuan) and the Garden of Making-Up Hills (Bushanyuan). There are five themes
which can be found in both gardens. All the settings employ the use of three significant characteristics
including hiding elements, borrowing from surroundings and combining movements.

Thereafter, we will visit the Piano Museum, which houses over 200 pianos. After lunch, watch an amazing
tea art performance and get to sample the tea. Then visit South Putuo Temple, which is a famous ancient
temple in Xiamen. Sitting on the principal axis from the south to the north are the Hall of Heavenly Kings,
the Precious Hall of Great Hero, the Hall of Great Mercy and the Buddhist Scripture Garret. View the
external fagcade of Xiamen University and visit Gold Coast and tour around to see the small island of
Kinmen. Thereafter, leisure shopping at Silk Factory. Proceed to Hulishan Fortress.

It is composed of barracks, a tunnel, a magazine and other fortified buildings, all surrounded by a granite
wall. Two large cannons once guarded the east and the south sides, but only one remains. Between the
eastern and the southern batteries is a tunnel in which 29 cannonballs are now on display. At the exit of
the tunnel are the barracks.

The site was an important defensive factor during the war against Japanese aggression in 1900 and 1937.
